INSTALLATION GL1800:
1. OPEN THE LEFT SADDLEBAG.
2. RELEASE THE HELMET LOCK PIN BY PULLING THE LEVER FORWARD INSIDE THE LEFT SADDLEBAG (FIG. H1).
3.  FEED THE SLOTTED END OF THE HELMET LOCK EXTENSION THROUGH THE D-RING ON YOUR HELMET (FIG. H2).
4 INSERT THE OEM HELMET LOCK THROUGH THE SLOT IN THE HELMET LOCK EXTENSION (FIG. H2). (THE RUBBER GROMMET IS NOT USED IN THIS
INSTALLATION.)
5. INSTALL THE OEM HELMET LOCK IN THE PASSENGER HANDLE AND LOCK IN PLACE BY PUSHING IN ON THE HELMET LOCK PIN (FIG. H3).
6.  CLOSE THE SADDLEBAG.

INSTALLATION SPYDER RT/LTD:

OPEN THE DRIVER SEAT BY PUSHING THE KEY IN AND TURNING CLOCKWISE (FIG. C1).

LIFT UP ON THE FRONT OF THE DRIVER SEAT.

FEED THE SLOTTED END OF THE HELMET LOCK EXTENSION THROUGH THE D-RING ON YOUR HELMET (FIG. C2).

INSERT THE SLOT ON THE HELMET LOCK EXTENSION OVER THE OEM HELMET LOCK TAB ON THE RT (FIG. C2).

INSTALL THE RUBBER GROMMET OVER THE END OF THE OEM HELMET LOCK TAB TO SECURE THE HELMET LOCK EXTENSION (FIG. C3).
